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Professor Çapoglu joined Atilim University, Faculty of Management in July 2003.  He is a professor of Economics and the Chairman of Anatolian Strategic Research Foundation. Before joining Atilim University, he taught at Bilkent University.  Professor Çapoglu was a member of the Turkish Parliament where he also served in the Budget and Planning Commission.  He has worked as Chief Economic Advisor to the Chairman of the Union of Commerce and Industry of Turkey and the Tax Council of the Finance Ministry. 
 
Professor Çapoglu graduated from the Faculty of Political Science of Ankara University (1979), has an MA degree from the University of Denver in International Studies (1981) and a PhD in Economics from the University of California at Berkeley where he also received the best teaching award as an instructor in 1987. 
 
Among his publications the book entitled Prices, Profits, and Financial Structures: A Post Keynesian Approach to Competition  was published by Edward Elgar in their New Directions in Modern Economics Series.  Professor Capoglu has written several books on the Turkish economy and political system such as How Turkey Could Develop in Stability, Overcoming the Political Stalemate in Turkey and The Governance Crisis in Turkey.  He has published in journals such as Journal of World Trade, International Management Review and Emerging Markets Finance and Trade.
 
His research areas are economic development and governance, competition theory, and macroeconomic stabilization.  He teaches Corporate Finance, International Finance, Money and Banking, International Business, and Macroeconomics.
